Class Changes 
A dog that has entered this trial and subsequently earns a title 
will be permitted to move up in a class providing the Trial 
Secretary is notified one week prior to the date of the trial.  
 
If you move-up, please fill out the class move -up form located  
at the results table  and your entry will be adjusted the 
following day . Sorry, we are unable to do same -day move-ups; 
except, for Team  2. The trial secretary must be notified 
shortly after Team  1 results are out to prepare Team  2, once 
prepared it cannot be changed.   
 

Ribbons & Rosettes  
Ribbons for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th places and qualifying runs, will be 
given in each jump height category.  Rosettes will be given for 
any ADC, AADC, MADC, ATChC title , Bronze, Silver & Gold 
Awards of merit and the Lifetime Achievement Award .

Class Descriptions  
Regular Classes:   
These classes are open to all dogs, 18 months of age or older, as 
described within the current rules of the Agility Association of 
Canada. 
Specials Classes:  
These classes are open to all dogs but are intended for dogs that 
are of a size or stature which limits their jumping ability. A dog 
may no longer compete in Regular classes after being entered at an 
official trial in any Specials class level, ex cept that they may move 
to Veterans.  
Veterans Classes :  
These classes shall be for dogs seven years of age or older that are 
currently competing in any Regular Class and for dogs five years of 
age or older who have competed in the Specials Class level for  a 
minimum of twelve months.  
Starters Standard Class  shall be  for dogs that have not earned 
the Agility Dog of Canada (ADC)  title. A dog must achieve three (3) 
qualifying scores (no course or  time faults) under two (2) different 
judges in the Starters class at  an AAC Sanctioned Trial, to be 
awarded the ADC title.  
Advanced Standard Class  shall be  for dogs that have not earned 
the Advanced Agility Dog of Canada ( AADC) title. A dog must 
achieve three (3) qualifying scores (no course or  time faults) under 
t wo (2) different judges in the Advanced class at  an AAC 
Sanctioned Trial, to be awarded the AADC title.  
Masters Standard Class  shall be  for dogs that have earned the 
Advanced Agility Dog of Canada ( AADC) title. A dog must achieve 
three (3) qualifying score s (no course or  time faults) under two (2) 
different judges in the Masters  class at  an AAC Sanctioned Trial, 
to be awarded the MADC title.  
Starters Games Classes:   
The Starters Games classes are open to dogs that have not earned 
a qualifying score in a particular game. However, if at the time of 
entry to this trial a dog has earned at least one qualifying score in a 
particular Starters level game, the dog must be entered in the 
Advanced Games Classes for a particular game.  
Advanced Games Classes :  
The Ad vanced Games classes are open to dogs that have earned one 
qualifying score in a particular Starters level game but have not 
earned two qualifying scores for a particular Advanced level game 
under two different judges or who, prior to January 1, 2005, have  
completed an ADC. 
Masters Games Classes :  
The Masters Games classes are open to dogs that have completed 
two qualifying scores at the Advanced level for a particular game or 
who, prior to January 1, 2005, earned one or more qualifying scores 
in Advanced S tandard and one qualifying score in a particular 
Advanced level game. 
Gamblers Class :  
This game demonstrates the handlerÕs strategy and the dogÕs ability 
to work at a distance from the handler. The object of the game is 
to accumulate as many points as pos sible during the Opening 
Sequence and successfully complete the Gamble.  
Jumpers Class :  
This game demonstrates a dogÕs natural jumping ability. The dog is 
required to complete a course comprised of hurdles and tunnels as 
prescribed by the judge.  
Snooker Class:  
This game demonstrates the handler and dogÕs versatility as they 
work together against the clock.  The object of the game is to 
accumulate as many points as possible by successfully completing 
obstacles in the prescribed order and within the allott ed time.  
 
 
 



Junior  Handlers : 
Open to handlers 17 years and under, only available in Standard 
runs, dog may jump 1 height lower than current jump height, can 
compete in Starters, Advanced and Masters level.  Complete rules 
can be found at http://www.aac.ca/EN/Rules/Main/ . 

 

Notice To Exhibitors  

Competitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that 
they are knowledgeable of AAC rules and regulations, and agree 
to abide by all rules in effect at the time of this trial .  
 
This event will be held in accordance with the rules and 
regulations of the Agility Association of Canada (AAC). All 
equipment conforms to AAC Standards. Competitors should be 
familiar with the rules and dogs must be comfortable  on each 
piece of equipment.  
 
All breeds and mixed breeds, eighteen months of age and older, 
are eligible to compete. Bitches in season, blind, lame or 
aggressive dogs are ineligible to compete.  A dog demonstrating 
aggression toward any person or any dog,  inside or outside the 
ring, will be excused from the trial. Any dog that the judge 
feels is not in enough control to perform all obstacles in a safe 
manner will be excused from the trial.  
 
There will be no refunds, cancellations, or changes after the 
closing date; except for, bitches in season or an injured dog 
providing the Trial Secretary is notified before the trial date 
and a veterinarian certificate is provided. Please note that 
there will be a $10.00 administrative fee per dog for dogs that 
are pulle d for any reason. There will be a $10 charge for NSF 
cheques. 
 
No leashes, collars, toys, food or other training devices shall be 
allowed on course.  Dogs must be kept under control at all times 
and must be penned, crated, or leashed when not competing . 
Competitors are required to supply their own chairs and 
crates/pens for benching.  
 
P.A.C.E. will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any 
dog exhibited, or for the possessions of any competitor 
whether the result was by accident or any other cause. It is 
distinctly understood that every dog at this event is in the 
care, custody and control of his/her owner or handler during 
the entire time the dog is on the trial site. Any competitor 
whose dog, children, and/or person create unnecessary 
disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive 
behaviour may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee be 
asked to leave the trial site.  
 
There will be no refunds for any dog or competitor dismissed 
from the trial for any reason. PACE reserves the right to 
refuse any entry.  
 
Please do not send in an entry if you or you dog have been 
suspended from a dog sport sanctioning organization.

From South:  
Go North on Hwy. 2 (which continues into Edmonton as Gateway 
Boulevard (Calgary Trail  North) and turn Right (East ) onto 
Whitemud Drive. Take the Sherwood Park  /  Edmonton /  
Sherwood Park  Freeway Exit, which will head North (Highway 
216). Head East at the Sherwood Park Freeway  /  Wye Road 
Exit. At the first set of light (Ordze Road) turn left.  Go to 
the T intersection (Fir Street) and turn  left . Follow the road 
around to large green sign - Outlaws Rugby Park. Turn Right , 
the field entrance is the second driveway on the left .
